Murdering Terrorists

Branding genuine guerrilla fighters
as ‘Terrorists’, is not anything new.
Further back, when the Irish fought a
guerrilla war for their independence,
between 1919-1921, they were
written off as nothing but “murdering
terrorists” by the occupying British,
who themselves most certainly could
have been tagged with that label. The
Irish War of Independence, the Anglo-
Irish War was a guerrilla war mounted
against the British government in
Ireland by the Irish Republican Army
(IRA).

representatives of the British and
the Irish people gathered in London
to negotiate a peace treaty.

Even
then, the Irish got 26 and not 32,
county- republic, The Republic of
Ireland, while six northern counties
remain under British rule. The IRA that
fought in this conflict is often referred
to as the Old IRA to distinguish it from
later organizations that used the same
name.

Hence, it is no wonder that Irish
Trade Unions call for Sri Lanka war
crimes investigations. “It is time
for the international community to
act. | therefore agree with Amnesty
International’s call for an independent
inquiry into war crimes. The Irish
Congress of Trade Unions hopes
that the Irish government will take
initiatives on the international level,
and within the European Union, for
an independent inquiry”, wrote David
Begg, ICTU’s General Secretary.
